Aged on lees for 3 months to add body 
and complexity. Apricot, peach and 
lemon on the nose, combined with rich 
oiliness on the palate and good length. 
 
Sunnycliff Chardonnay, Victoria 
(Australia) 
Mildura in northern Victoria is the perfect 
palce for vines with water from the 
Murray and sunshine in abundance.  
 
C J Pask Sauvignon Blanc, Hawke’s 
Bay (New Zealand) 
A typical New Zealand Sauvignon with 
opulent, ripe, tropical fruit and all the 
classic Sauvignon character one could 
wish for.  
 
Chablis, Domaine des Valery (France) 
This is textbook Chablis from one of the 
area's most successful producers. It has 
green-tinged hues, an elegant slightly 
steely quality.

Sunnycliff Cabernet Sauvignon, Red 
Cliffs, Coonawarra (Australia) 
This is a combination of fruit from Mildura 
and Coonawarra.and this beauty is a soft, 
supple and fruity ripper of a red, ripe and 
ready. 
 
Gustales Crianza, Rioja (Spain) 
With 15 months in oak, this is a most 
appealing wine showing strawberry fruit 
and vanilla on the nose and a smooth, 
silky palate 
 
Fleurie Domaine de la Viroylette, J 
Charlet, Beaujolais (France) 
Attractive, wild strawberry fruit is 
abundant in this wine making it a 
particularly juicy and good value example.  
 

Rose Wines 
 
Pinot Grigio Rosé, Provincia di Pavia 
IGT, Ca’Solare (Italy) 
A copper pink rose from Northern Italy’s 
Pavia region with gently fragrant summer 
fruits on the nose.  
 
Angel’s Flight White Zinfandel, 
California (USA) 
A juicy refreshing rose packed full of 
crushed strawberry and raspberry fruit. 
 

Sparkling Rose 
 
Rosé d'une Nuit, Cuvée Clémente, 
Méthode Traditionnelle (France) 
A delicious red berry fruitiness dominates, 
an unusual pinky/purple colour and is  
produced by the original champagne 
method.
